ACCESS SYMBOLS
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The symbols below are used to allert citizens of accessibility of places, programs and other activities for people with disabilities.
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  Access for people who are blind or have low vision including guided tour, path to nature trail, exhibits that may be touched.
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  Symbol for Accessibility including wheelchair users.
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 Audio Describer indicating televisions and monitors are equipped with stereo sound; commonly used for citizens with vision impairments for enjoyment of performing arts.
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  TDD Machine (Telecommunications Devices for the Deaf also known as TTY Telephone Typewriter) available.
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  Volume Control Telephone Available.
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  Assistive Listening Systems Available; systems that amply sound via hearing aids, head sets or other devices including infrared, loop and FM systems.
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  Sign Language Interpretation is provided or may be requested.
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  Large Print of 18 pt. or larger is available.
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  The Information Symbol used to direct a person with a disability to materials concerning access, special format as large print, audio cassette, or sign interpreters.
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  Closed Captioning for TV viewing of a television program or visual recording as CD or video tape.
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  Opened Captioning, which translates dialogue on a videotape, movie or television program as it is spoken.
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  Indicates that printed material is available in Braille.
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
