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Background

City of Santa Rosa

Census 2000

Article I Section 2 of the U.S. Constitution requires that a national census be conducted every 10 years. Since the first census in
1790, information has been provided on men who were eligible for the military. It  also determined an area’s representation in the
U.S. House of Representatives. The census was basically no more than a head count for the approximately 4 million citizens.
Over time the census has evolved into a wide reaching and comprehensive process that provides a range of information on the
nearly 281.5 million people living in this country.  The following identifies just a few examples of important uses for census
numbers:

S The federal government uses census numbers to allocate over $100 billion in federal funds annually for
community programs and services such as education programs, housing and community development, health-care
services for the elderly, job training and more.

S State, local and tribal governments use census information for planning and allocating funds for new school
construction, libraries, other public buildings, highway safety and public transportation systems, new roads and
bridges, location of police and fire departments and many other projects. 

S Community organizations use census information to develop social service programs, community action projects
senior lunch programs and child care centers.

S Businesses use the numbers to decide where to locate factories, shopping centers, movie theatres, banks and
offices.

S The census can assist a community to organize adequate government representation, develop public improvement
strategies and predict trends for population, jobs, housing and incomes. 

S The U.S. Congress uses the census totals to determine how many seats a state will have in the U.S. House of
Representatives. In addition, states use the numbers to allocate seats in their law-making bodies1.

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Accuracy and Errors

Census Geography

No census is wholly accurate and generally the data is most accurate among larger pools such as information at the national, state
and city levels. Needless to say, the accuracy of smaller divisions, such as census tracts and blocks will not be as reliable.  

The two main types of errors to consider when reviewing census data are sampling errors and imputations. Sampling errors occur
due to the small percentage of the population being contacted2 so there are likely to exist differences between the characteristics
of the sample group and the actual larger group from which the sample was chosen. Sampling errors are relatively negligible at
the national level because the sample group is around 20 million. Remember, as the sample group shrinks the error becomes more
significant. The second type of error is an imputation error. Imputation errors are the result of a census bureau enumerator
inserting a “likely answer” into an incomplete questionnaire. The likely answer is a best guess by the enumerator that is
predicated upon the predominate answers already given by a neighborhood or a similar neighborhood.

For the purposes of this report, there are three geographic divisions used. They are, from largest to smallest Census Tract, Block
Group and Block. 

Census Tract

The City of Santa Rosa contains 35 census tracts.  A census tract boundary normally follows visible features, but may follow
governmental unit boundaries and other non-visible features. They are designed to be relatively homogeneous units with respect
to population characteristics, economic status, and living conditions at the time of establishment, census tracts average about
4,000 inhabitants. An example of a census tract number is 1514.01.

Block or Census Block

Within each census tract are smaller subcomponents called blocks or census blocks. Blocks are the smallest geographic unit for
which the Census Bureau tabulates 100-percent data.  Many blocks correspond to individual city blocks bounded by streets. For
example, Block 2001 is within census tract 1530.06. 

Block Group 

A block group consists of all the blocks within a census tract with the same beginning number. For example, block group 3
consists of all blocks, 3000 to 3999, within a census tract. 

Census data can tell us a great deal about the form of our city in terms of past and present population, housing, and economic
vitality. Fortunately, the available data is divided into categories that provides for the identification of key characteristics.
Comparing the population and housing data from the Census 2000, 1990 and 1980, Figure 1 illustrates the City’s basic growth.
For example, population has increased about 30 % in the past 10 years (113,313 to 147,532 persons) and 77 % in the past 20
years (83,320 persons in 1980 to 147,532 in 2000). The number of housing units has substantially increased as well, increasing
since 1980 from 33,826 units to 47,726 units in 1990 and then expanding to 57,578 units by year 2000. 

Median house prices and median family incomes have nearly tripled since 1980. Figure 2 illustrates how housing prices have
climbed to $245,000 in 20003.

Figure 3 provides a visual comparison of the median rents for the past three census efforts. In 1980, the median rent was $233
per month ($2,796 annually) or 13% of the median family income. In 1990, the median rent paid was about $638 per month
($7,650 annually) or 18% of the median family income. In 2000, the median rent was $784 per month ($9,408 annually) or 16%
of the median family income.



4Due to restrictions that result from a mismatch between the City’s quadrants and the Census Bureau’s unit division Census Tract 1530.05 (blocks 3000, 3017, and 3018)  
are included in the SW quadrant data base and Census Tract 1520 (blocks 2000, 2021 and 1044) are included in the NE quadrant data base. The adjustment result in a
negligible variation.

Santa Rosa Quadrant Analysis

Since the late 1980's, the Department of
Community Development has divided the city
into four relatively equal areas or quadrants
(Figure 4). The main boundaries which
separate the city into quadrants are Highway
101, dividing from north to south and Santa
Rosa Creek which divides from east to west.
Because the census data is only available to the
block group for many of the categories used in
this report, the coordination between census
boundaries and quadrant boundaries is
approximate.4

Northwest Quadrant

The Census Bureau attempts to maintain a consistent population balance among census tracts. Therefore, when a city experiences
a large increase in population, census tracts are split and renumbered.  The following table reflects the changes in the Northwest
Quadrant Census Tracts.

Northwest Santa Rosa is the highest populated quadrant with
42,948 persons. Approximately 29% of the City’s total
population lives west of Highway 101 and north of Santa Rosa
Creek. Since 1990, an additional 9,591 persons have moved
into this area. 

The median household income of $51,091 is the highest of all
quadrants; however, the family income ranks third, suggesting
that housing units contain wage earners who are not related.

Census Tracts within the Northeast Quadrant have expanded from eight to eleven tracts as follows:

There are 40,885 persons in the Northeast Quadrant of Santa
Rosa, the second highest population next to the Northwest
Quadrant. About 30% of the City’s housing units are within
this quadrant (17,208) and represent the most expensive in the
city carrying a median price tag of $245,656. The northeast
also has the most owner-occupied housing, nearly 59%. The
Northeast has experienced the least growth since 1980 with
population increasing by only 10,151 or 33%.  
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Southwest Quadrant

Since the 1990 Census, two Census Tracts have split. There are now seven tracts.

It is important to note that the lower population figure of 22,851
persons, within the Southwest Quadrant, is somewhat deceiving. since
much of the area has not been annexed into the City, especially in the
Roseland area. As a whole, the Southwest has experienced the most
significant growth since 1980 with 16,612 persons having been added.
Similarly, with the lowest number of housing units (7,462) in the
City, the southwest has had the most housing units added (5,858). The
homes in this area are the least expensive in the City with a median
price tag of $187,440. The median family income is the lowest of all
quadrants at $51,746 annually.  
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Southeast Quadrant

In 1990 the Southeast Quadrant contained seven census tracts, but with the growth in population resulting from annexation, there
are now nine census tracts. 

Neighborhood regions include Bennett Valley, Montgomery Village,
Oakmont and new residential development along Petaluma Hill Road.  

Some of the more notable characteristics of certain census tracts
within the Southeast Quadrant include highest median family and
median household incomes, as represented by census tract 1515.03
(Bennett Valley, east of Summerfield Road). Oakmont, the largest
retirement community in Santa Rosa, houses the oldest population in
the City with the median age just over 75 years.  

Comparatively, the Southeast Quadrant has the second highest number
of housing units 17,150 (only 150 fewer than the Northeast) also, the
second highest median price of $228,500.
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Comparison of Local Data with County, Bay Area and State Statistics

 Additional Information about Census 2000

The census information discussed so far has provided a description of Santa Rosa. Additional compilations have been similarly
created and are interesting to use for comparison purposes. For example: 

S Santa Rosa and Sonoma County are less racially diverse than the Bay Area and California. 
S Santa Rosa has a higher percentage of persons, age 65 and older, than the Bay Area and California.
S The median age in Santa Rosa is 36.2 years compared to 33.3 years in California
S The average household size and the average family size are smaller than the whole of California.
S While Santa Rosa’s housing is less expensive than the median within the nine counties that make up the Bay Area,

it is more expensive than California.
S The incidence of individuals in poverty is significantly lower than California and slightly lower than the Bay Area.
S Commuting time is less in Santa Rosa than the rest of the Bay Area.
S The education statistics and the division of labor and employment doesn’t deviate significantly  between Santa

Rosa, Sonoma County, the Bay Area and California. However, compared to the greater Bay Area, Santa Rosa and
Sonoma County have fewer persons employed in management and professional fields, more persons employed in
service sector and more construction workers. Santa Rosa and Sonoma County have more individuals who are self-
employed.
