Who is the Arts District? The Arts District was developed as an Art in Public Places project under the coordination of 
the Recreation and Parks Department.  It is designed to provide opportunities for artists and create partnerships with 
art organizations, businesses and neighborhoods.

What is the Arts District? Since the 1990s, the City of Santa Rosa has strived to build a thriving public art program. 
In recent years, these efforts have paid off with tremendous successes, including the creation of the Santa Rosa Arts 
District. Taking in significant portions of downtown Santa Rosa, the Arts District … Downtown Santa Rosa is a 
growing community that is bringing art and cultural events to the residents of Santa Rosa and Sonoma County.

Where is the Arts District? The Arts District northern boundary lies along College Avenue and Bennett Valley Road, 
south to Brookwood Avenue and west to Historic Railroad Square.

With venues like Old Courthouse and Railroad Squares, Juilliard Park, Luther Burbank Home & Gardens, A Street 
Gallery, The Sonoma County Museum, the Arts Council of Sonoma County and the Phantom Gallery, a wide range of 
arts and cultural experience celebrate the full spectrum of art media and expressions. The goal of the Arts District is 
to create a beautiful and inspiring destination that maximizes the public’s opportunities to experience art.

Who puts on First Fridays on 4th?
