Bike Boulevard Characteristics

• A roadway that has been modified to enhance bicyclist’s 
safety, comfort, and convenience.  They are designed as 
places where bicycles and cars can share the road.  These 
modifications typically calm traffic and improve 
pedestrian safety.

• A roadway that has low traffic volumes and low speeds.

• An alternative parallel route to busy arterial roads that 
can serve the bicycling needs of all ages and experience 
levels.

Staff Recommendation

• $100,000 - Speed tables

Alternatives

• $20,000 - No Project 

• $809,000 –Traffic Circles, diverter and one 
speed table

• $800,000 –Traffic circles and one speed table

• $850,000 –Traffic circles, diverter and up to 
nine speed tables



Components of the Recommended Project

$60,000  - To Be Completed in FY 2010/11  (Source of Funding –
Gas Tax)

• Remove traffic circles

• Reinstate stops controls at 1 location

• Reinstate east west stop controls at 3 locations

• Paint crosswalks and add pedestrian crossing signs at 3 
locations

• Install timers on streetlights

• Install speed tables, marking and signing

$40,000 – To Be Evaluated as part of FY 2011/12 CIP Budget

• Install additional bike boulevard legends

• Install radar speed feedback sign

• Upgrade traffic signal detection



Recommendation

• Adopt the Mitigated Negative Declaration 
(MND) and the Mitigation Monitoring 
Program

• Approve the Humboldt Street Bike Boulevard 
Project  - Speed Tables
