Downtown Santa Rosa starting on Sonoma and E Street. Proceeding
north on E Street, turning left onto 4™ Street, proceeding to Mendocino
Avenue and turning left. Down Mendocino Avenue to end at the corner
of First Street and Mendocino/Santa Rosa Avenue.

Disband walking groups and outriders by turning left and proceeding
down 1% Street to D Street. Street legal vehicles proceed down Santa
Rosa Avenue.
