A passive ramp and fence system will be used to guide the salamanders to adjacent
protected lands. California tiger salamanders migrate to breeding ponds only at night
during the first few heavy rains of the year. In order to prevent the salamanders from
migrating onto a roadway, the ramp system will include a temporary migration corridor
across Fresno Avenue.
