Santa Fosa's City Council includes seven members elected from the city
at large. The Mayor is Bob Blanchard. Vice-Mayor is Lee Pierce. and
the council members include Jane Bender, Susan Gorin, Veronica
Jacobi, Carel Dean, and John Sawyer.

The City Council is supported by staff headed by Jeff Kolin, City
IManager as of August 21, 2000, and Brien Farrell, City Attorney as of
WMarch 19, 2002. The City employs over 1.000 people organized inta ten
Departments.

Regular meetings of the City Council are usually held each

Tuesday (there is no City Council meeting on a Tuesday that follows a
legal holiday™) at City Hall, 100 Santa Rosa Avenue. The public portions
of regular meetings which are held in the Council Chambers at City Hall
generally begin at 4:00 p.m. Public study session(s) and closed
session(s) portions of regular meetings. when held, are usually held in
Room 10, City Hall earlier in the afterncon. The public is welcome to
attend and participate in all public sessions of the Council. Current
agenda information is available by clicking here or by calling the City
[Manager's Office at (707} 543-3039 -- TDD is (707} 543-3031. Copies of
the full staff reports are also available on-line with the current agenda.

The portions of regular Council meetings held in the Council Chambers
are televised live on City View Channel 70 and are rebroadcast on
Thursdays, beginning at 9:00 p.m_, and on Saturdays beginning at 11:00
a.m.
