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Peter Edwards reports that the system is performing well with 98.5 % on-time performance. Ridership is down both monthly and overall last year.
Jim Wagner indicates that ridership is also down for Sonoma County Paratransit
The 5 buses that were put into service in July are being well received; folks indicate that they are quieter than the older buses.

Questions on extending service hours were raised and answered by Michael; it is not likely, especially in this economic environment that service would be expanded due to the expense of additional bus hours on the road. Labor agreements would need to be amended as well to accommodate longer shifts for drivers.

Questions about how the daily schedules are put together were answered by Mohamed.
